On their school trip, forty-seven lively high school juniors from Kaisei (Star of the Sea) High School in Muroran, Hokkaido, JAPAN, along with their principal and faculty members, spent the afternoon of Friday, September 23, on Saint Benedict's campus. They had a great time at lunch at the Gorecki Dining Center; tours by gracious college women followed. Before returning, they spent some time meeting Sisters in the Gathering Place. They found the steps to the Chapel an ideal place for a group picture. Of course, every Japanese student is "armed" with a camera and refreshments were enjoyed amid many a flash. 
The principal, Mitsuo Takada, feels it important for students to come to Saint Benedict's, to make them aware of how Kaisei High School came about. He recounts the story: In 1961, the Sisters of Saint Benedict's Monastery built Kaisei High School (originally called Muroran Catholic High School). In the school's 50-year history, ten Sisters from Saint Benedict's Monastery have served there; the last one, Sister Olivia Forester, returned to America in January 1980. 
Two years ago Kaisei High School established a sister-school relationship with St. Benilde-St. Margaret High School, Minneapolis; one of the Kaisei students is in attendance there this academic year.
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
