· HIST 200 or ASIA 200 (ASIA 200, “Introduction to Asian Studies” is under development. HIST 200 is available as a substitute)
· HIST 399 or Asian Studies Capstone (The capstone course is under development. HIST 399 is available as a substitute)
· One semester (4 credits) of Asian language BEYOND the Common Curriculum Requirements. So, you need to take CHIN 212, JAPN 212, or Bengali Abroad to complete this requirement.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Two (8 credits) of the following: HIST 114, HIST 115, HIST 116 or 118, HIST 117
· 28 elective credits in Asian Studies
· 8 credits must be non-Humanities (i.e. NOT language or history. Courses that would qualify for these credits include Asian Economics, Asian Politics, Asian Art, etc.)
· 20 credits must be 300-level 
· No more than 8 credits of language can count for the major (you CAN get credit for CHIN 311 and 312, or JAPN 311 and 312, but no additional language credits would count. This rule doesn’t apply to MCLT Literature courses taught in English.)
· Study abroad in Asia counts! With advance approval from the Director of Asian Studies, all credits from CSB/SJU programs in India, Japan, and China will count for the major.
· You must participate in an Asia-related experiential learning activity. Internships, study abroad, May terms, and service learning can all count with advisor approval.
