Dominican Republic Packing List

1. Bring plenty of sun screen—the strongest you're able to wear.  
2. Weather may still be very cold, in the evenings it may go down to a VERY chilly 70 degrees, bring a sweater, just in case. 
3. Each room will have two twin beds and we'll bring an extra mattress in on the floor for each room.  Linen and towels will be provided.  Bring your own toiletries.  There's a private bathroom in each room (two bedrooms share one large bathroom). 
4. Bring a water bottle and drink plenty of water throughout the day.  It's VERY humid.
5. Bring a hat.  
6. Bring work gloves, in that way we won't have to buy them locally. 
7. Come prepared for stomach/intestinal discomfort (travellers' malaise). 
8. Bring a comfortable mosquito repellent. 
9. Bring comfort food/snacks (peanut butter, your favorite cold cereal, gum, etc.).  Cold cereals are all imported and are very expensive.  We'll provide plain corn flakes for breakfast (in addition to other things), but each could bring a box of cold cereals for variety if you want to. 
10. Optional things to bring: 
· We get more rain than the rest of the country so bring a raincoat or an umbrella if you want to  
· A small flashlight for night time walks 
· First aid kit/supplies 
· Any item that can be left behind for use by other volunteers in Casa Paz, our volunteer house 
  
11. We plan for the group to spend some time with the children that use our library.  If you want, bring games you may want to play with them or teach them.  Ball games are always very popular. 
12. We're starting a sports/recreation program, any sport supplies you could bring would be used in the program; there's also a minor league baseball in town, any spare hats, mittens, balls, bats would be gladly received (just like last year).  We could use all of the sports supplies we can get. 
13. Ask your travel agent to talk to the airline, they may be willing to let you transport donations free of charge, but ask before you plan anything. 
14. Any spare toys or items in good conditions that could be used as presents or prizes in events would be gladly received as well. 
  
  
Passports 
Make sure someone at home has a copy of your passport and bring a spare photocopy of your personal information page to give to Jose upon arrival.  He may also keep all passports in a safe upon request.  Same thing with your cash money (that's what it was done last year). 
 
  
The Villa 
It's a very comfortable place, less than a block from the library and about a mile and a half from the beach.  It has its own well for water but not good for drinking.  If you tend to have a "light" stomach use bottle water to brush your teeth and avoid rinsing your mouth with water from the shower.  The room has screens and a balcony.  Keeping the doors closed will prevent mosquitoes from going inside. There will be no mosquito nets available at the villa, bring insect repellent if you need to.  Other room treatment may be needed, particularly if you're allergic to insects/mosquito bites.
