Summer 2009 Bosnia and Herzegovina Internship Program

Citizen’s Association “Nesto Vise” and CSB/SJU 

Dear CSB/SJU Students: 
We are proudly offering the Student Internship Program in Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH). Citizen’s Association “Nesto Vise” from Sarajevo, BiH offers five internship placements for CSB/SJU students in summer 2009. 

Internships 8 weeks long in BiH should provide a significant experience for American students and extend their knowledge of Eastern Europe. The successful candidate is expected to work Mon-Fri, 8 hours per day, during internship period. 
Citizen’s Association “Nesto Vise” (Something more) is a BiH organization which closely works with the Whalen Family Foundation from Oakland, CA. Under these two organizations, and with the great charity of Mr. Daniel Whalen, over 30 students from BiH received scholarship awards to study at CSB/SJU. In addition, over 60 students in BiH have received scholarships to study in Bosnia and Herzegovina, both undergrad and grad school level. 

Currently, “Nesto Vise” runs two programs in BiH: Career Development Center and PeaceTrails Stipend Program. 
This internship program for American students is an extension of an internship program organized for BiH students including those enrolled at CSB/SJU. “Nesto Vise”, in cooperation with The Whalen Family Foundation, wants to strengthen the relationship between CSB/SJU, a group of Bosnian students at CSB/SJU and BiH. 

This is the second time that we are offering an opportunity for field and work experience to students interested in Bosnia and Herzegovina and Eastern Europe region. 

 Duration of internship: 8 weeks
Financial support

“Nesto Vise” covers the following expenses:
1. Transportation costs / Airline tickets to BiH, 1.650 KM  (approx  $1.100)

2. Weekly reimbursement for interns 150 KM  ($ 100) 
3. Transportation subsidy if needed of (80 KM/week) $53 for 8 weeks length. 
Official BiH currency Konvertible Mark (KM); (approx. 1.5 KM =1 $)

Criteria for internship (summer 2009)

· Upper level students (JR and SR standing)

· Political Science, Peace Studies or Management majors
· Strong interest in Eastern Europe, and Bosnia and Herzegovina

· Students involved in academic writing about EE Region (BA thesis, Academic journals, etc)

· Matching of internship placements offered in BiH with student’s preferences
· Academics and awards
· Privately arranged health insurance for the time of internship period
Note: Students who do not possess valid passport will not be considered for the interview
Final decision is made by “Nesto Vise” staff, after an interview with selected candidates.
