APPLYING FOR NEED-BASED AID
To apply for need-based financial aid (grants, on-campus employment, student loans) for 2010-2011, students must complete two forms:

1. 	 Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) 
The FAFSA is available online at www.fafsa.ed.gov. Students and parents may find it helpful to complete the optional FAFSA on the Web 
Worksheet available at www.fafsa.ed.gov before entering the data online. In order to make the process completely electronic, the student 
and at least one parent must apply for a PIN (Personal Identification Number). The PIN serves as the electronic signature for the FAFSA. 
You may apply for your PIN now at www.pin.ed.gov, or at the time you complete the online FAFSA.

2. 	 CSB/SJU Financial Aid Application 
The FAFSA and CSB/SJU Financial Aid Application should be completed as soon as possible after 2009 federal tax returns are completed. 
Priority consideration for financial aid is given to students who complete the FAFSA and Financial Aid Application by March 15.
