General Course Description for the Fine Arts requirement in the common curriculum
Art, music, dance and theater enrich our lives by exploring what it means to be human.  In its own way, each of these arts nourishes our intellect, stirs our emotions, and touches our spirits.  The creative impulse is a vital force within each of us, and its manifestation in the arts can both shape and reflect our lives in the modern world. Learning to understand the fine arts is a gradual process that becomes increasingly meaningful as one gains knowledge and experience.  
There are various paths that can be taken toward greater understanding.  Hands-on participation in an art form is one.  For students, this might involve performing in a musical ensemble or a theatrical production, or taking a class in painting or dance. Courses about the norms and traditions of an art are another path that students might pursue in classes such as art history or music theory. 
Finally, all students should encounter the arts by attending performances and gallery shows with an open and thoughtful mind. Students’ experiences with the arts will be different in particulars.  However, all should acquire a firm basis on which to continue to deepen their understanding of and sensitivity to the arts during their collegiate years and throughout their lives.
