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Study Abroad
in China

The Chinese program is located in
Beibei, a city in southwest China,

Chongging municipality. The focus of

the program is on Chinese language,
history, culture, literature, philosophy
and art. All courses are taught in English
at Southwest University, a liberal arts
university of 12,000 students.

Students live on campus in the foreign
student dormitory. The faculty consists
of a CSB/SJU professor who
accompanies the group and distinguished
professors from the host university. In
order to expose students to China's
diversity, the program provides
approximately two weeks of travel to
major Chinese cities and sites usually
including Guilin, Beijing and Xian. Also
the program includes numerous
excursions in Sichuan Province such as
the Northern Hot Springs, the Yangtze
River and beyond.

Housing Arrangements
Housing is arranged for program
participants by the Office for Education
Abroad. In accordance with institutional
policies, co-ed housing is not an option
on any CSB/SJU sponsored program.
Students will be housed in the foreign
student residence on the campus. The
rooms are furnished and heat/air
conditioning is provided. Students may
enjoy the famous Sichuan cuisine at the
foreign student restaurant.

All classes are held on the Southwest
University campus. Students have access
to the university computer lab, library
and gymnasium facilities.

Selection Criteria

Minimum GPA of 2.5, unless there are special

circumstances.

Letters of recommendation from the academic
advisor, a non-faculty member, and a faculty
member.

Interview with the program director.

Preference is given to qualified seniors, qualified
juniors and qualified sophomores in that order.
Qualified CSB/SJU students receive preference over
students from other colleges and universities.
CSB/SJU students who have never been on a CSB/
SJU semester-long study abroad program receive
preference over students who have already
participated on a CSB/SJU semester-long study
abroad program, with the exception of a student
assistant.

In accordance with institutional policies, co-ed
housing is not an option on any CSB/SJU program.
In some instances, selection of men and women
participants must be based on  housing
accommodations available on site.

A student cannot be accepted to a program if he/she
has not completed the application process.

No applications will be accepted after the close of
spring semester.

A disciplinary violation could affect acceptance to a
study abroad program.
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Things You Should Know:

Applicants are not required to
have any previous Chinese
experience; however, they are
required to enroll in a Chinese
language course during the
semester in China.

Students can study in China
during the fall semester. (Late-
August to mid-December)

The deadline for applications for
all study abroad programs is
January 15, 2010.

Travel Medical Consultation

Health exams to satisfy visa requirements, travel
consultations, and immunizations are the financial and
personal responsibility of the traveling student. Students
should make an appointment for a pre-travel consultation
with the SJU Health Center, CSB Health Services, or
another medical professional. Be sure to allow sufficient
time as some vaccinations are given in a series with
certain intervals between vaccinations. OEA staff are not
qualified to make a recommendation about travel medical
care. If a medical exam or medical information is
required to fulfill visa application requirements, the
specific information will be given to the students at
pre-departure orientation.

Athletic Eligibility

Grades from study abroad programs must be
received by the CSB/SJU Registrar’s Office to
determine athletic eligibility. If, for any reason,
the necessary grades have not been received at
the start of the athletic season, the student will
not be allowed to participate (including
practice) until it is determined that the student
has met all eligibility requirements.

Orientation Program
All CSB/SJU students must participate in

orientation sessions during the semester
prior to going abroad. These sessions are
arranged by the program director and the
Office for Education Abroad. Attendance
at all orientation sessions is mandatory for

all CSB/SJU students.

Academic Program

In keeping with the goals of a liberal education,
CSB/SJU study abroad programs offer off-campus
intellectual environments in which students are
able to explore the human condition. Students are
exposed to unique opportunities to examine the
fundamental, recurring questions about themselves
and the world. At the same time, great care has
been taken to ensure that the courses taught
abroad are integrated fully into the Common
Curriculum and/or departmental offerings.

Grades issued on all CSB/SJU sponsored programs
are recorded on the student's transcript as letter
grades or S/U (unless the class is offered for a letter
grade only). All grades are calculated into the
student's cumulative GPA.

CHIN 115 ELEMENTARY CHINESE I OR II ABROAD (3 or 4 credits). Introduction to the basic elements of the Chinese language. Practice in
OR CHIN 116 understanding, speaking, reading, and writing, including work with grammar, pronunciation, and culture. (SWU Staff) ILP NOT
PERMITTED. NOTE: Courses offered for 3 or 4 credits only.

CHIN 215 INTERMEDIATE CHINESE I ABROAD (3 or 4 credits). Review and continued study of grammar together with additional training in
understanding, speaking, reading, and writing. Course emphasizes culture and civilization. Satisfactory completion of this course fulfills the

Common foreign language proficiency. (SWU Staff) ILP NOT PERMITTED. NOTE: Course offered for 3 or 4 credits only.

ART 113 INTRODUCTION TO 2D ARTS (4 credits). The course emphasizes perception, the organization of form and the expressive possibilities
FA offered by diverse media, drawing and the relationships between drawing and other 2D arts. (SWU Staff) ILP NOT PERMITTED.
NOTE: Students who have already taken ART 113 on-campus, please see OFA staff for an alternate course registration.

MCLT 319 TOPICS: EAST ASIAN LITERATURE IN TRANSLATION (4 credits). An introduction to Chinese literature including some short
HM stories, poetry, and drama with attention to the historical and social context and setting. The course will use a comparative approach

whenever possible. (SWU Staff)
SA 375 ETHNOLOGY OF SELECTED CULTURE AREAS (4 credits). Study of the culture of a CSB/SJU international program host country.

HM Topics include: history and sociology of China, cultural development, institutions, social change, contemporary issues and comparative
value systems. (SWU Staff)

SA 398 FIELD EXPERIENCE/PRACTICUM (1-4 credits). Supervised career exploration, field work or service learning which promotes the
integration of theory with practice. An opportunity to apply skills under direct supervision in an approved setting. Opportunities include
volunteering at local schools in Beibei and the surrounding areas.

MGMT 389 SA EXPERIENTIAL LEARNING (1-2 credit/s). This course is designed for students participating in Study Abroad. Students will write a
series of essays integrating their knowledge of theory with their personal observations and reactions. Particular emphasis will be placed on
the impact of culture on business. The course will be taught by a professor at CSB/SJU, using distance learning to maintain contact with
students located in a variety of countries. Students should purchase the required textbook, Adler’s International Dimensions of Organizational
Behavior, from the CSB Bookstore before departure for the program site. Restricted to MGMT majors/minors.

SA 390 STUDY ABROAD SEMINAR (4 credits): The goal of the Study Abroad Seminar program is to expose students to the richness and
REQUIRED diversity found on-site in their host culture and to more fully immerse the students into that culture. The course will include pre-departure,
IC on-site and re-entry activities. A course description will be provided by the program director after students are accepted for the
EL

program. This course will be designed to develop intercultural skills and awareness and will meet the requirements of the Intercultural
Requirement in the Common Curriculum. In some cases this course will fulfill the Experiential Requirement of the Common Curriculum.



Steps to a Successful Application

1. Attend a Study Abroad 101 session, check out our website for a schedule.
2. Complete the online request for the letters of recommendation from the applicant’s academic

advisor, a non-faculty member, and an instructor of the applicant’s choice.

3. Complete the online application.

4. Submit to OEA, Main Building G004 at CSB, the following:

O $225 application fee
O Four official colored passport photos on a plain white background
O Signature/Waiver form (Applicant & Parent signatures required). The fee is

nonrefundable if the applicant is accepted, but is refunded if the applicant is not accepted.

5. Attend an interview with the director of the study abroad program.
