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Study Abroad
in Galway, Ireland

The Galway, Ireland, program is located on the
spectacularly rugged west coast of Ireland;
famous for its poets, musicians and artists, for
its splendid vistas of green mountains,
constantly changing skies, endless rows of field
stone fences, winding valleys, swaths of bog
land and rugged coastline.  Students are
housed in cottages overlooking Galway Bay,
near the town of Spiddal. The faculty consists
of a CSB/SJU professor who accompanies the
group and distinguished professors from
nearby National University of Ireland, Galway.

The program affords students an opportunity
to explore the history, culture, literature, and
sociology of Ireland. While students will be
exposed to Gaelic as a living language, courses
will be taught in English. If a field trip to a
particular location outside Galway would
enhance the student's learning experience, then
it is included in the program, e.g., Aran
Islands, the rugged Burren of County Clare,
and Gaelic-speaking Connemara. The focus is
on a structured curriculum, leaving room for
the exploration of unique opportunities
presented by the intellectual and cultural
resources of Ireland.

Housing Arrangements
Housing is arranged for program participants
by the Office for Education Abroad. In
accordance with institutional policies, co-ed
housing is not an option on any CSB/SJU
program.

Students are housed in cottages on the grounds
of the Park Lodge Hotel, located on the
Galway/Connemara coast road, 9 miles west of
Galway City and 1% miles east of the village of
Spiddal. Each cottage is equipped for five
people and has the additional Irish charm of a
stone fireplace in its common living room.
Since each cottage has a kitchenette, students
will be able to prepare their own meals.

Minimum GPA of 2.5, unless there are special
circumstances.

Letters of recommendation from the academic
advisor, a non-faculty member, and a faculty
member.

Interview with the program director.

Preference is given to qualified seniors, qualified

Students can study abroad in
Galway during the fall semester.
(Mid-September to mid-
December)

The deadline for applications for
all study abroad programs is
January 15th, 2010.
