Mission and Vision Statement 

CSB/SJU Joint Libraries and Media Departments 
 
"The Joint Libraries and Media departments are dedicated to 
participating in and supporting the educational mission of our 
academic and Benedictine communities by providing access to 
information resources and guidance and instruction in using them. 
The vision we have for the future is that we provide the materials 
and services to provide a unified liberal arts curriculum and 
integrated environment for learning. We will emphasize the 
personal growth of all staff members while we provide the 
information resources to support others on campus in this endeavor.  
All of this will be done within the Benedictine character and values 
of our two institutions.  We strive for a convivial organization that 
has the goal of promoting the common good for ourselves and those 
we serve.” 
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REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR 
 

We spent considerable time this past year preparing for the migration to the 
ExLibris library system.  Although that migration has been delayed, we hope to have the 
new system up and operational early in the second semester of FY03. In addition to 
preparing for the new system, we are continuing to move more and more of our resources 
to electronic rather than paper form.  The advantage of this is that they are available 24 
hours a day, 7 days a week, and now, with the proxy server, from any place in the world. 

Overall, use of our resources continues to grow.  Some of the more traditional 
measures are down – circulation and reserve reading; but increased use of others, 
especially our electronic resources, has more than offset these decreases.  As we move to 
more and more electronic resources and with the growing use of the proxy server, I believe 
that this use will continue to increase.  

A staff workshop on “Thinking out of the box: Creative thinking about 
Library/Media”, held last year and led by Paul Marsnik, generated considerable input 
from library staff and resulted in the formation of a Marketing Committee.  Initially, the 
group met with Jane Kathman to receive some training in marketing techniques.  The 
committee then conducted a general environmental scan and analysis of the library and 
media department, and developed specific plans to increase the traffic of students, faculty 
and visitors in the buildings, and to publicize library and media resources and services.  
Initially, an exhibits policy and calendar was established and a newsletter to be published 
twice per semester was under development.  The committee continues to work together, 
and in this ongoing process will need to gather more data from students and faculty. 
 
Outreach Activities 

The libraries’ Public Services area utilized grant money from a Minnesota Private 
College Grant program to increase the use of electronic resources, in particular the J-Stor 
electronic periodical titles.  The College of Saint Benedict and Saint John’s University 
partnered in providing joint learning activities for faculty and librarians to develop best 
practices to combine electronic journal literature and enhance student information literacy, 
provide opportunities for faculty-librarian course content development and include faculty 
members in information literacy performance measures.   Student surveys were conducted 
and faculty participated in focus groups to determine the expectations and perceptions of 
student use of scholarly electronic journals.  Data was gathered on where students use 
materials, and why they use them.  Usage data was gathered to provide a quantitative 
assessment of the project. A summary of the assessment appears later in this report.   

All of the librarians continue to work with academic departments.   I would like to 
highlight the work with three departments this year:  History, Nursing, and Music.  All 
three departments did a review/accreditation study, and actively involved library staff 
both in a review of the resources in their area and the services we provide.  As part of the 
process, librarians provided the departments with lists of resources, circulation data, and 
budget figures.  In all cases, we found ways to improve our services and the departments 
learned about additional resources we have that may be useful to them. 
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We held our 3rd annual art contest at Clemens Library and initiated an annual 
research contest.  One of the real highlights of FY 02 was the magnificent exhibit “That in all 
things God may be Glorified,” which brought together over 90 items from the various special 
collections of St. John’s.  The exhibit was well received by a wide range of visitors, as well 
as faculty, staff, and students. 

We have been very much involved in the Minnesota Digital Library Project.  This 
project, which is grant funded, started with a 3-day conference of more than 25 individuals 
from libraries, museums, and historical societies.  The following mission statement resulted 
from that meeting:  
 

“The archives, historical societies, libraries, and museums of Minnesota will 
collaboratively build a coordinated access to Minnesota’s unique resources and 
special collections in digital format for use by the people of Minnesota and, through 
the Internet, the people of the world.” 
 
I continue to serve on the Steering Committee for this organization, which is 

developing standards and best practices for digital projects.  This involvement has been 
helpful both with the Saint John’s Bible digital project, as well as the projects that HMML is 
undertaking. 
 
Collaborative efforts 

The New Building (aka ISAC) committee continued to meet over the year, and was 
able to prepare a document that outlined the projected size requirements for the new 
building.  The collegiality and sense of common purpose that we felt at the beginning of the 
process actually increased as we prepared the building program.  The experience was very 
positive for all of those concerned, and the group looks forward to future phases of the 
project. 

Information Technology (IT) Services and the library have maintained our close 
working relationship.  The highly-praised enhancement of public access space at Clemens, 
for example, is a result of this collaboration.  We continue to meet to look at new challenges 
for both of us, especially in the area of digitizing images and other information. 
  HMML and the library staff have been increasingly more involved with each other.  
We worked together to transform the way in which HMML holdings are listed in our 
catalog.  Now, patrons looking for HMML materials are directed straight to the location in 
HMML—alleviating the confusion caused by our old way of listing such holdings.  There 
have been a number of joint exhibits between the library and HMML as well as joint 
exploration of digitizing initiatives. 

FY 03 will be one of continuing collaboration with both HMML and IT Services.  In 
addition to bringing up the new system, we will be exploring ways to tie our various 
electronic databases and other electronic holdings together—connecting a footnote in our 
resources, for example, to the full text citation in another resource, and so on. 
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AREA REPORTS 

SPECIAL COLLECTIONS REPORT 
Arca Artium 

During the summer of 2001 we transferred data on Arca Artium’s fine art print 
collection, its art object collection and its rare book collection into a database called Past 
Perfect.  This software is utilized for data storage by a number of CSB/SJU departments.  It 
allows, among other things, for images to be attached to specific records.  The transfer of 
data was completed by early fall.  We have begun the long record clean up process with the 
Arca Artium Rare Books catalogue.  We are delighted to have Lenore Felix working on this 
project eight hours per week.   

Thanks to the diligence of student assistant Ryan Kutter, we have completed the 
organization of the Robert Hovda files that contain many sermons, articles and lectures by 
this important twentieth century American liturgist and activist for peace and human 
rights.  Mop-up operations on this project will be completed by the end of October 2002. 

In the course of the last twelve months, Arca Artium has responded to several 
requests from Institutional Advancement to participate in events designed to showcase the 
diverse and potent resources housed on Saint John’s campus.  The major request focused 
on April 12, Saint John’s Day, when donors to the University were honored.  For this event, 
Arca Artium collaborated with Saint John’s Abbey/University Art and Artifacts, Saint 
John’s Rare Books and the Hill Monastic Manuscript Library to mount an exhibit of 
manuscripts, printed books and art work.  Ninety items assembled under Saint Benedict’s 
exhortation “That in all things God may be glorified” (Rule of Benedict, Ch. 57, citing 
1Peter 4.11) gave visitors to Alcuin Library a glimpse of the beauty and rarity, the depth 
and breadth of the University’s special collections holdings.  The exhibit, on display 
through October 29, 2002, has engendered enthusiasm and interest.  Mary Schaffer, curator 
of the Arca Artium collection, led numerous guided tours of the exhibit to staff, faculty, 
students, visiting scholars and campus visitors.    

 
LIBRARY PUBLIC SERVICES REPORT 

 
Our Public Services effort continues to focus on transitioning to the digital library, 

working with faculty to ensure students have excellent information literacy skills, and 
working to more tightly integrate these efforts into our traditional library services.   All of 
our users – students, faculty, staff – can access a growing collection of materials delivered 
directly to their computer, whether it is located in their office, dorm, or in the library.    

The libraries’ web site was revised yet again this year, and it continues to receive a 
growing amount of use.  The Library Web Site Report below provides statistics regarding 
the increase in use, but possibly the most interesting information regarding the importance 
of our electronic resources is anecdotal:  reference staff have reported that a growing 
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browsers to use this service (see instructions on the Proxy Access to Proprietary Databases 
page).  

We have also replaced our old Periodicals List with a new list that provides 
comprehensive access to both our print and online holdings, including the thousands of 
journals that we lease through commercial services.  Use the Journal Holdings link on our 
Journals and Newspapers page (http://www.csbsju.edu/library/journals/) to view the 
new list. 

Our Web site (this is the library web site, not the databases that we subscribe to) 
continues to be used heavily.  We tallied 1,811,285 hits in FY2001, and 2,022,740 in FY2002 - 
a 12% increase even though we no longer have a January Term. It is interesting to note that 
the use of our web site is more even this year with fewer peaks and valleys.  Please see the 
chart below.

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CIRCULATION 
 

Offering good customer service and fostering a learning environment for patrons, as 
well as our student employees and internal customers, continues to be high on our list of 
accomplishments this past year. 

Major projects implemented were:  labeling all of our intercampus delivery boxes, 
replacing the furniture at the BAC library, initiating a vacuuming project for the 
preservation of books at Alcuin, completion of a student employee manual for the music 
library, working with Miranda Novak to put our student employment application online, 
assisting with the Inventory 2001 project, setting up a procedure for using the inventory 
module for summer shelf reading, and working closely with the IT services staff during the 
opening of the Clemens Computer Lab. 

We made a few changes with our Fall student orientation.  We shortened up the 
time commitment for students and designed all presentations around our expectations of 
library student employees.  Theme this year was “Sweet Success: Being a Great Student 
Employee”.  Norma Dickau was our guest speaker. 

In addition to daily circulation duties, the staff attended various workshops to 
improve  skills in the areas of computers, supervision and self-development. 

The decision to cut library hours by 18 hours a week during the summer Graduate 
School session was met with no complaints.  The addition of the Computing Lab at 
Clemens increased the traffic into the building by over 75,000 people. 

Nicole Reuter (Circulation/ILL Associate) was on maternity leave from March 18 – 
June 30th.  Barb Buesing, with the assistance of Bonnie B. Kalla, picked up her circulation 
duties.  Barb and Beverly Ehresmann both assisted with interlibrary loan duties. 
 

FEDERAL DEPOSITORY LIBRARY REPORT 
 

Most work within the department continued to center on cataloging the government 
documents.  Major cleanup projects were completed this year, including the leftover 
barcodes from the Marcive retrospective project and various PALS problem reports (093 
circulation reports).  Inventory was done for the paper and CDROM collections and 
corrections made.  The map cataloging project was completed; the map collection is now 
barcoded and cataloged.  Barcoding the microfiche collection and adding bibliographic 
records for the paper and CDROM collections are ongoing projects. 

We continue to add the Gov Doc Internet Resource to records as we find ones with 
URLs, with nearly 3,500 government document internet resources in the library catalog 
already. 
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INTERLIBRARY LOAN REPORT 
 

Interlibrary Loan activity, after some years of decline, continued on a growth curve 
this year.  Students and faculty seem to be more aware of and more interested in materials 
from outside our collections, even though we are now providing a great deal more 
materials, through electronic means, than in the past.  Our excellent statewide delivery 
services run by Minitex are certainly a reason for this.    

CSB/SJU students and faculty are pleased with the convenience and speed of 
electronic document delivery, as they now receive most requested journal articles 
electronically via the Internet, rather than in paper format to be picked up at the library.  
We began offering this as our default service for non-returnable items in July 2001 after 
testing it for Minitex the previous year.    
 

PREP SCHOOL LIBRARY PROGRAM REPORT 
 

Policies and procedures provided by the SJPrep Library remained basically the same 
as in the previous year.  The Prep Library Services Coordinator continued to work at the 
Reference Desk at the Alcuin Library five hours weekly and serve as the liaison between 
the Prep Library and the Main Libraries.  

The re-classification project continued.  This consists of changing the call numbers 
on the original collection to Library of Congress style numbers, and entering the revised 
information into the online catalog.  This is scheduled for completion before the Main 
Libraries migrate to the new MnLINK system.   

AV equipment upgrading progressed as planned with the replacement/addition of 
basic equipment for the classrooms.  A room on second floor was equipped with computer 
projection, VCR and DVD capabilities.  Plans have been made to upgrade television sets on 
the first three floors as the budget allows. 

BI classes continued in the Middle School and Freshman English classes, as 
requested by individual faculty for various classes.   

Collection Development budget increased slightly to cover needed materials for the 
Middle School and to replace outdated materials in the general collection.  Several 
periodical subscriptions were replaced with new titles requested by faculty for curriculum 
supplementation. 

The Prep Library web site format was changed to that used by the Prep School to be 
more easily accessed by the Prep community and to be recognized as a part of the school. 

Support provided by the Main Libraries continues to be a highly valued asset to 
both students and faculty at the Prep School. 
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LIBRARY TECHNICAL SERVICES REPORT 
 

Work focused on preparing the various subsystems for migration to ExLibris’ Aleph 
500 system, now tentatively scheduled for early 2003.  The following initiatives represent 
the major efforts of the department this past year. 
 
Online Catalog.  Aside from normal database maintenance, many specialized cleanup 
activities occurred.  For the first time in memory, serious attention was given to authority 
control, matching our subject headings against the national authority database.  Literally 
thousands of incorrect headings have been manually updated.  Although this initial effort 
required no major changes in staffing, it will add significantly to the workload of current 
staff in the future as this becomes an ongoing maintenance procedure in the Aleph 
environment.  Much progress has been made with the Prep School recon project, and it 
continues to move forward at a steady pace.  Approximately one-third of the collection has 
already been reclassified and added to the library’s online catalog.  The BAC Music Library 
score reclassification project has now been completed, and all records for materials housed 
in HMML have been converted to reflect branch status.  A few scores remain to be reviewed 
from the OCLC TechPro Project.  And finally, a major decision was made to merge the CSB 
and SJU bibliographic databases at the time of migration. 
 
Acquisitions and Serials.   Because it is uncertain how acquisitions data will migrate, all 
FY02 orders have been closed out.  Work is progressing to complete or move forward all 
FY02 acquisition records by the time we migrate.  Serials were given a high priority.  95% 
of all standing orders have been entered into the PALS serials subsystem, and all print 
periodicals in Clemens have been barcoded. Back issues of journals in Alcuin are currently 
being barcoded with a tentative completion date of spring 2003. 

Important strides have been made in managing our e-resources collection.  We 
continue to streamline and standardize procedures and plans are underway to sign with 
Serials Solutions to provide us with a complete holdings list of full-text electronic and print 
journals available to our patrons.  This will be mounted on our Website and will evidently 
replace the current Access periodical database. 
 
Personnel.  Two new people, Michael Dermody and Victoria Weisen, joined our staff early 
in the year, filling vacant positions in bookkeeping and cataloging.  The first series of Aleph 
training took place in Mankato over a three-week period during the spring.  Several people 
from different departments participated in training sessions for pre-conversion data 
review, a first step in the migration process.  
 
The coming year will be a transition period as we move to the new ExLibris Aleph 500 
online integrated system.  For information on the migration project, visit our 
Implementation Website at http://www.csbsju.edu/library/about/migration/index.html.

Analysis of salary and materials expenses 
 We continue to put a high percentage of our total budget into materials.  We have been 
able to maintain this high percentage because of the continued flow of dollars for materials 
that are not budgeted. $128,000 was spent for materials over and above what was 
budgeted.  Almost half came through the generosity of Br. Frank Kacmarcik. 
 The figures for 2000/2001 have been corrected to not include Arca Artium staff and 
other costs, so that figures will be consistent from year to year.

As can be seen by this data, CSB/SJU compares favorably to the other libraries in the 

Obe Group that have a significantly larger endowment per student than CSB/SJU.  The 
only three areas where we fall outside of the 25-75 percentiles in a negative sense is in 
endowment per student, acquisition expenditure per student, and number of students per 
staff member.  On the positive side, we have more total volumes than the 75th  percentile.

Most database providers provide monthly or quarterly statistics on the use of their 
products.  We compile these statistics as they are made available and can track usage 
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database by database.  The chart below is a composite of database use and reflects general 
trends.  Views refers to the number of full-text articles viewed.  Searches refers to the 
number of searches performed, and sessions refers to the number of times a database is 
opened.

Analysis of Data in Circulation 

 Combined circulation for CSB/SJU showed a 6.5% decline this past year, which tends to 
be what other libraries are experiencing.  The decline in numbers was fairly consistent 
across patron classes.  Course Reserve usage dropped significantly at SJU with a 50% 
decline in comparison to only a 1.5 % decline at CSB.  It was also noted in statistics not 
reflected here that the number of materials put on Reserve at CSB remains constant; 
however, there was an 18% decline at SJU.  We did experience a large jump in the use of 
our Book/Photocopy Delivery service.  CSB had a 35% increase and SJU a 33% increase.  It 
was noted that these numbers were from multiple users which means the forms are being 
found online and used by patrons.  
 Turnstile counts remained the same at SJU but increased by 36% at Clemens due to the 
traffic generated by the addition of the Computing Lab.

Analysis of Data in Interlibrary Loan 
 For the second year running, Interlibrary Loan services experienced double-digit 
increases.  Lending of CSB/SJU materials to partner libraries is up 11.5% over last year, and 
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borrowing materials for our patrons increased 24% over 2000-01 figures, leading to an 
overall 20% increase in Interlibrary Loan activity. 

These increases are rather evenly distributed among our lending partners, with Pals, 
OCLC, CMLE and GRRL all reflecting similar increases in borrowing and lending.  The 
only exception to this trend is a slight drop in CSB/SJU lending to OCLC, which reflects 
the fact that for several months in Spring, 2002, we were non-suppliers due to temporarily 
decreased staffing.

We met with all First Year Symposium sections at least once, with most sections receiving 
substantial follow-up sessions throughout the year.  Our increase is due in large measure to the 
requests we received for non-FYS courses, double the amount from last year.
